Each week, Council staff carry out checks on the contents of the
Blue Bins. These checks show that when residents tie up items in
carrier bags or bin bags, they often contain items that contaminate
the recycling. These items include nappies, dog waste, food waste,
clothes, textiles and feminine hygiene products.

Removing these unwanted items manually at the sorting plant costs
the council an additional £500,000 per year; a waste of money that
could be better spent on other council services.

To save this waste of money, Blue Bins that contain bagged items -
and other items that shouldn't go in them - will not be emptied.

REMEMBER

m What happens if my Blue Bin is not emptied?”

m We will tell you what the problem is. Remove the
wrong items and we'll empty the bin, along with your

m Someone else is placing the wrong things in my bin!

m It's your bin and your responsibility
to make sure what's inside is
correct, removing anything that isn't before
collection.
