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On 7th January 2019 Kingston upon Hull City Council adopted the Heritage and 
Archaeology Supplementary Planning Document (SPD2). The adopted SPD 
provides guidance on Policy 16 of the Hull Local Plan 2016 to 2032. It gives advice 

on what constitutes a heritage asset and how they should be given consideration in 
the planning process. It will be an important material consideration in the 
determination of planning applications.
