	Guidance Notes and Application Form

	Who is this form for? 

	
This form is to be used for applicants who are of sixth form age and require travel assistance to a schools, college, or accredited learning provider of further or higher education. Please note there is no statutory requirement to provide travel assistance for post 16 students and an annual contribution towards the cost of transport will be payable. Failure to pay the contribution will result in termination of transport assistance.

Travel assistance is only available:
•	for the journey to school or college at the beginning and end of the day only, to be confirmed with the school or college. This is in line with the individual school / college start and finish times. Individual timetables are not accommodated.
•	between the same pick up and drop off points each day. 
•	assistance does not cover taster days or work experience.

This form must be completed every academic year for the duration of the course.

To be considered for travel assistance, the student must :
•	be a Hull resident.
•	have an Education Health and Care Plan (Students without an EHCP but with identified SEN will be considered in exceptional circumstances) and unable to travel due to mobility difficulties, SEN or disability.
•	be in year 12 or above and 19 years old or younger on 31 August 2026*.
•	be a full time learner (12 hours or more timetabled sessions per week) on a course that is either entry level or at level 1, 2 or 3.
•	not paying fees for tuition or studying as part of a paid apprenticeship.
•	be studying at the nearest school, college or training provider, this would normally be expected to be within the city boundary (as defined within the Home to School Transport Policy).

*If the course started before the students’ 19th birthday travel assistance can be considered for the continuation of the year.

Each eligible student who qualifies for transport assistance will be required to make a contribution towards the cost of travel.  For the year 2026-2027 this will be £380.  The level of contribution will be reviewed annually. Payment can be paid in full or in instalments. You are liable for the contribution fee amount once transport arrangements have been made. There is no appeals against the charge which is set annually by the Council based on the cost of public transport around the city. Full invoice payment must be made before the end of the academic year. Transport will not be provided for any continuing course if there are any outstanding funds against any raised invoices.

Applicants should have checked with the college or training provider whether travel assistance in the form of bursaries, subsidies or travel cards is available to them.   Stagecoach and EYMS also provide

	 Hull card and KAT card discounted travel across the city boundary and also disability bus passes are also available.

In this in instance the outcome of the application will be decided at an independent panel. With an outcome advised in writing. When completing an Exceptional Circumstances Form you may also be required to provide the following:

• Information from a qualified medical practitioner to explain how the medical condition affects the student’s mobility - this practitioner could be a doctor, physiotherapist, or hospital consultant.
• A statement outlining why the student cannot use public transport.
• A letter from the school / college that confirms that they support your request for transport assistance.
• How long you think that you will need support- this should be accompanied with information by the relevant medical practitioner.
If we require any additional information, we will contact you to discuss further.


	Types of home to school transport:

	· Travel pass- Hull card and KAT card discounted travel across the city boundary and also disability bus passes – (do not use this application form to apply for a travel pass)
· Commissioned Transport - A taxi or minibus to transport your child from your permanent home address to school and back - if we offer to provide you with a taxi or a minibus, this may already be transporting children to the school and therefore your child could travel with other pupils. 
· Personal Transport Budget - which will enable you to organise your own arrangements which will suit the needs of the student and their personal circumstances. This is a set monthly amount paid to you based on the distance from your home to the school. Those post 16 students who are approved for a personal transport budget are still require to make a contribution fee. The monthly amount received will take into consideration a reduction for this fee. If eligible for a Personal Transport Budget, you will receive a monthly allowance based on the distance from home to school to contribute towards the cost of transporting each student to and from school. The measurement of distance is the shortest available safe route for pedestrians along footpaths, using footpaths alongside roads marked on the current street map of the city. Front entrance of home property (residence) to main entrance of school site is used. The Authority will use Routefinder, a computer mapping system, to make these measurements.
· Independent Travel Training - ITT is delivered through a structured programme on a 1:1 basis with a qualified independent travel trainer. The program is tailored to the individual based on the most suitable route from home to school. The program is varied with some children being able to navigate a complete journey independently and others who are now able to travel unsupported on home to school transport.


An assessment will take place using the information provided on the application form, If your child qualifies for assistance, consideration will be given to providing the most cost-effective form of assistance which is likely to result in your child sharing transport with other pupils. 

	How do I apply for home to school transport? 

	You must: 

	· Read the policy and guidance notes carefully.

	· Fill in the relevant parts of the application form. 

	· Read and sign the correct declaration.

	· Include any extra information you wish to be considered.
· Complete the enclosed support plan.
· Return the fully completed and signed application form to the Transport Team along with the completed support plan. 
Your application will be delayed, and we will return the form if:
· Any part of the application is missing or illegible.
· You haven’t provided all the information required.

	How will I know if my application has been successful?

	You will be notified in writing advising the outcome of the application. If your application is declined, you will be notified in writing of the reasons and the appeals process.       

	Can transport be arranged to multiple addresses?

	Home to school transport will be provided between the students main home address and the school/college at which they are on roll, at the beginning and end of the school day. 
This would be the address the student is registered with at the GP Practice. We are unable to collect or return a student from an alternative address.

	Do I need to apply each year?

	Yes.  You will need to complete an application form each year. This is due to the financial contribution that is needed to be paid and the signed agreement required acknowledging the responsibility of this fee. If, at any time, you are aware of any change in needs you must notify SENTransport@hullcc.gov.uk or by calling SEN Transport on 01482 300 300.
